 Have you ever wondered what God has put you 
in Wesley to do?

The truth is when we don’t oper-
ate in our areas of giftedness we suffer individually and as the 
“Body of Christ.” The Bible list over twenty gifts given by the 
Holy Spirit to build up the Church for the work of ministry.  
 
 Let’s start by identifying what spiritual gifts are not! 
First, they are not learned skills, they are just what they claim 
to be; gifts given by God to certain members of the body for 
the work of ministry. A “spiritual gift” isn’t given to build up 
the individual, but they are given to supply the church with 
power to do the work of ministry.  
 
 The Apostle Paul reminds us that these gifts work 
through love. Agape love which means God’s love, which is 
by nature sacrificial and service oriented. The Holy Spirit dis-
penses and administrates the gifts in the life of the believer. 
Each of us who have been brought to a saving knowledge of 
the Lord Jesus through confession and the intentional turning 
away from sin, have received at least one “ spiritual gift.”  
However, a gift that hasn’t been received or recognized, re-
mains dormant and ineffective in the life of the believer.  
 
Our next Bible Study/ Small Group will be devoted to helping 
us identify our spiritual gifts and then figure out how they can 
best be used in building up Wesley for the “work of ministry.”
