 A Few Words About Several Things! 

This Summer! 
We have had a spiritually rich summer here at Wesley. Starting with a great week of Vacation 
Bible School. Thanks to all who gave of their time, talents, and finances!  Then we moved into 
our Wesley At Risk Program. It was four weeks of intensive remediation and preparation for the 
2010-2011 Academic Year. The teachers, aids, culinary staff and custodial staff did an excellent 
job to create a sustainable learning environment. Thanks to the Memorial Fund, Flanner and 
Buchanan Funeral Centers, and Wesley Community Services for their financial support.  
  

 The work that has gone on here with the “Keep Indianapolis Beautiful Grant” is trans-
forming our already pleasing physical plant into a work of beauty. Thanks to the coordinators 
from Wesley, and the many volunteers from across our city, each of you have done a wonderful 
work. The new amphitheatre will provide us with a quaint, intimate setting for services, con-
certs, and weddings in the future. We will be dedicating this new space with an outdoor Conse-
cration Service next year the Lord willing. 
  

 Finally, we had more than thirty persons go to work camp in Northern Indiana. They 
were challenged spiritually, physically, and emotionally to be fully present with the poor. 
Thanks to all who carried the Word of Christ to Albion and made it flesh.  
  

 This summer with your support we defeated Walgreen’s attempt to sell alcohol at its 
Kessler Boulevard location. It was a concerted effort between, Seventh and Eight United Chris-
tian Church, Saint Michael’s, and Wesley that made the difference. We collected over 400 sig-
natures between the three congregations. It was my honor to represent the coalitions interest at 
two separate hearings at the City County Building. The attorney’s from Walgreen’s recognized 
that this was a united front that crossed denominational and ethnic boundaries. We spoke loud 
and clear as the People of God! Thanks to each of you for your commitment to social jus-
tice!

I am excited to tell you that United Methodist congregations from all over Central Indiana are coming together in 
2010 for the 2nd Annual “United Methodist Church Home Build” with Habitat for Humanity. The United Methodists 
have long partnered with Habitat for Humanity and were strong supporters of the first Indianapolis Habitat home 
built in 1987.  
  
The goal for the participating Central Indiana United Methodist Churches is to “unite” enough support and volunteers 
to fully fund and build a home in 2010 for The Ghebremedhin/ Wurota Family, refugees from Ethiopia. To date, 
$68,000 of the $70,000 goal has been raised. However, as close as we are to meeting the goal we are still very much 
in need of funds and support!  
The support and contributions of you and your congregation are needed. I would boldly like to ask you and your con-
gregation to prayerfully consider participating in this project with Habitat for Humanity and fellow United Methodist 
Congregations.
